What
would have taken a generation can now be done in
14-18 months. Stillthe foundation needs to be well
laid, strong, and even. As other parts of our building
rise, all future parts will depend on what is being
done now. If the foundation is not laid right and
straight, all rooms above it will be slanted or &st
ble. As ourbuilding progresses and as the foand
tions are laid, let us praise God that we have such a
competent builder and that so much preparatory
work has been concluded. Without these, ourcstru
ture would be weak or crooked. Know that good
building, even with grat equipment, takes time. We
might be able to shorten the time, but that wonld i
variably weaken the product. Building a chureh f
cility for the glory of God is worth the time it takes.
