Behind the Scenes Progress 
 As we are putting together this newsletter, it has been 
about as wintry as it gets in these parts. But along with signs 
of spring are also small signs that bespeak a lot of behind-the-
scenes work on our building program. Staff offices and boxes 
of books are being packed to relocate to the portable trailers, 
just below the cemetery. A Bell South crew will soon relocate 
a large telephone switch box to the other side of Dallas 
Highway. Recently, a small strip of property was deeded, as 
required, for the deceleration lane on Dallas Highway. And 
this is one of the best stories that you’ ll never see: in a 4-hour 
span the FAA at McCollum field approved our steeple draw-
ing as not conflicting with airspace restrictions—this could 
have taken a long time to rectify.  
 While the congregation may not see all the behind-the-
scenes work, your Building Committee has really carried out 
the heavy-lifting to enable us to move ahead. Final permit-
ting, financial information that is needed for lenders to con-
sider our loan, and a contract with the builder are all in the 
works. Do, please, keep praying for these decisions. I assure 
you that a lot of work has been required before the ground-
breaking, and folks are working very prayerfully and dili-
gently. Do keep praying; and if any of you has a windfall, 
please consider your church first. 
 In the parable of the growing seeds (Mark 4:26-29), Je-
sus taught that the kingdom grows even at night and when 
folks do not see it. That is a reminder and encouragement to 
me of what the Lord is doing. Keep praying. God is at work 
behind the scenes.

 In a sermon on Joseph, Pastor Steven Cole related this 
gem, which is worth reading: 
 The 19th century British preacher, Charles Spurgeon, 
was riding home after a heavy day’s work, feeling weary and 
depressed, when suddenly the verse flashed into his mind, 
“My grace is sufficient for you.”  He said, “ I should think it is, 
Lord,”  and he burst out laughing. It seemed to make unbelief 
so absurd. 
 He said, “ It was as if some little fish, being very thirsty, 
was troubled about drinking the river dry, and the river said, 
‘Drink away, little fish, my stream is sufficient for you.’  Or, 
it seemed like a little mouse in the granaries of Egypt after 
seven years of plenty fearing it might die of famine, and Jo-
seph might say, ‘Cheer up, little mouse, my granaries are suf-
ficient for you.’  Or it was like a man up on a mountain saying 
to himself, ‘ I fear I shall exhaust all the oxygen in the atmos-
phere.’  But the earth might say, ‘Breathe away, O man, and 
fill your lungs; my atmosphere is sufficient for you.’ ”  You 
can’ t exhaust the grace of God to meet your need in every 
trial.

When I was a child our family vacations always were to the 
mountains of North Carolina where my Dad’s relatives lived. 
One of the favorite past times was listening to the family sto-
rytellers as we gathered together. Uncle Frank’s stories usu-
ally involved tall tales about his coon dogs or pranks played 
on older brothers and sisters in their wonderfully large fam-
ily. Fortunately one of my cousins has written down many of 
the stories and has since retired as a minister and travels as a 
storyteller. It is important to remember your family stories to 
pass them along to the next generation. Scrapbooking has 
been popular and does record important events visually and 
hopefully stimulate a story as you page through one with 
friends or family.  
 
Storytelling is still used by many cultures today. Before the 
printing press the Bible itself was passed on by the oral tradi-
tion. Many of our missionaries use ‘storying’  as a means to 
reach the people groups where they are living and working. A 
story can convey a Biblical truth in a context that is easily 
grasped by listeners. That is why Jesus used so many parables 
in his teaching. Many times pastors today weave short stories 
into their sermons to illustrate the point.  
 
Our missionary letters often contain mini stories about the 
people and cultures where they work. It is so interesting to 
read about the cultural symbols they use to pave the way for 
their understanding of the gospel. Just as He prepared our 
hearts and minds in advance to receive this good news, He 
continues to prepare those He has called all around the world. 
Finding the redemptive link in their culture can be quite an 
adventure. Pray for our missionaries to be guided to those 
who are called.  
 
“ How beautiful on the mountains are the feet of those who 
bring good news, who proclaim peace, who bring good tid-
ings, who proclaim salvation who say to Zion, 
‘Your God reigns!’   .....and all the ends of the earth will see 
the salvation of our God..... for the LORD will go before you, 
the God of Israel will be your rear guard.”  Isaiah 52:7, 10,

From the Music Director From the Music Director From the Music Director From the Music Director     
Last month, I shared with you some information regarding Martin Luther and his devotion to music in the church.  A con-

temporary of Luther, Georg Rhau, published in 1538 “Symphoniae iucundae” , a collection of 52 motets (anthems) for use by an ama-
teur choir, one motet for each Sunday of the year. Following is an article written by Luther as the foreward to Rhau’s collection: 

“ I, Doctor Martin Luther, wish all lovers of the unshackled art of music  
grace and peace from God the Father and from our Lord Jesus Christ! 

 
I truly desire that all Christians would love and regard as worthy the  
lovely gift of music, which is a precious, worthy, and costly treasure given  
to mankind by God. 

 
The riches of music are so excellent and so precious that words fail me  
whenever I attempt to discuss and describe them. . . In summa, next to the Word of God, the noble art of music is the 
greatest treasure in the world. It controls our thoughts, minds, hearts, and spirits… 

 
Our dear fathers and prophets did not desire without reason that music be  
always used in the churches. Hence, we have so many songs and psalms. 

 
This precious gift has been given to man alone that he might thereby  
remind himself that God has created man for the express purpose of praising and extolling God. 

 
However, when man’s natural musical ability is whetted and polished to  
the extent that it becomes an art, then do we note with great surprise the  
great and perfect wisdom of God in music, which is, after all, His product  
and His gift; we marvel when we hear music in which one voice sings a  
simple melody, while three, four, or five other voices play and trip lustily  
around the voice that sings its simple melody and adorn this simple 
melody wonderfully with artistic musical effects, thus reminding us of a  
heavenly dance, where all meet in a spirit of friendliness, cares and  
embrace. 

 
A person who gives this some thought and yet does not regard music as a marvelous creation of God, must be a 
clodhopper indeed and does not deserve to be called a human being; he should be permitted to hear nothing but the 
braying of asses and the grunting of hogs.”  

  
I believe I mentioned in last month’s article that Luther indeed had very strong beliefs concerning music. The above foreword 

certainly affirms that statement!  While I personally think his last paragraph is a bit strong, the rest of the article is full of astute obser-
vations. Music is a strong and effective means of communication. Singing is an eternal activity. Excellent music combined with scrip-
ture can be most powerful. What better vehicle to use in our prayers to and praise of God!
